ICN Majlis Ashshura in cooperation with the ICN Religious Services Committee  had determined to begin a part time Islamic Sciences Institute under the scholarship of Shaykh Mir Rizwan Ali, who has been leading Taraweeh and giving khutbahs  in the ICN community since 2003, and was appointed Religious Director in 2011.
Purpose

The purpose of this program is to give people who are interested in studying Islamic knowledge the necessary foundations they need in order to help them become successful in this life and in the hereafter, Insha’Allah. The goal of this program is to develop an individuals relationship between themselves and Allah سبحانه و تعالى  and their fellow human beings.  The goal is to give students the necessary tools to seek Islamic knowledge and become leaders within their school, colleges, communities, and model representatives of Islam to the community at large.  Insha’Allah this program will help students implement the teachings of Islam in their everyday lives and help the growth and development of the American Muslim Community. We also hope to develop khateebs from within our own community. We want to develop people who have sound religious knowledge to be contributing members of the existing committees. 

Objectives

Insha’Allah by the end of the program the students will be able to do the following:

-Understand the basic principles of Faith (Aqeedah) and how it relates to their lives living in America

- Understand the importance of the Sunnah

-Be introduced to the goals of the Shariah مقاصد الشريعة
- Have an introduction to the Imams of the Four Major Schools of Fiqh, and appreciation for their efforts

- Understand the proofs, rules, and regulations pertaining to Taharah, Salah, Sawm, Zakah, and Hajj. In addition to studying business transactions, and things pertaining to marriage, divorce, etc. 

- Memorize, know the tafseer and be able to derive benefits and lessons from last 5 juz of the Quran.

- Be able to analyze and derive benefits pertaining to their own lives from major events of the Seerah and lives of the Khulafa 

- Be able to analyze and derive benefits from hadeeth from Imam Al-Nawawi’s 40 hadeeth.

- Be introduced to the Sciences of Hadeeth مصطلح الحديث
- Be introduced to the Principles of Fiqh أصول الفقه
- Be introduced to the Sciences of the Quran علوم القرآن
- Have the skills to do dawah using wisdom and reasoning to both Muslims and Non-Muslims

-Have the skills to research, prepare, and deliver khutbas and Islamic speeches and lectures
Dates and Timings
Each course will run in 8 week modules, insha’Allah.  The class will meet two days a week. Tentatively on the weeknights our classes will be 90 minutes long.
Qualifications

A student must be at least 14 years old. The classes are open to adults as well. The classes will be for brothers and sisters. The student should be able to recite the Quran with ease.  If they have difficulty in doing so, they must enroll in classes which will help their fluency of recitation.  Students having difficulty memorizing are strongly encouraged to enroll in the Quran program for adults as well. Students must keep up with the readings and homework.
